• Professor Martin Loeschnigg (Univ. of Graz, Austria) held a lecture on June 3, 2011 at Univ. of Split. The name of his lecture was Trans-Culturalism in the Contemporary English Canadian Novel.

Publication Activity – 2 academic publications in 2011

• Publication of the CCAS’s first official issue, the proceedings of the 3rd International Conference on Canadian Studies Migration, Globalization, Hibridity (held in Zagreb in May, 2010), and a second publication, a volume that is a result of the project Social and Cultural Implications of Multiculturalism. Both volumes are interdisciplinary, covering wide range of topics within the scope of Canadian Studies (law, literature, drama, economics), and include submissions by international scholars. The volumes are peer-reviewed, edited by international editorial board, and co-published with the Faculty of Arts and Sciences (University of Split), with academic credits. The publications are scheduled for August 2011, and September 2011 respectively.
