- New courses

- Student-focused activities

5. Collaborative activities 

- Visiting lecturers

Lecturers coming to your country/university, either for single lectures or offering complete courses.

6. Recognition

- Grants, awards, prizes of a short-term (and often individual) nature

For example, in the FRP, FEP and DSRA programmes, at the Kennedy Centre in Berlin, etc. NOTE: internal CEACS grants should NOT be included here.

7. Research projects

To be filled in by the principal investigator or, in the case of projects not originating within the CEACS, the CEACS member involved in the project (if more than one, you should agree who will be responsible for this): his/her name, names of collaborators, the title of the project, the topics/areas to be covered, proposed outcome(s) – i.e. articles, a book, etc. – proposed completion date. New projects only. Individual elements of the research project – e.g. conferences, publications – should be included in subsequent country reports as they occur/appear. 

8. Up-coming activities & events

After the successful Canadian Studies conference Migration, Globalization, Hybridity: Canadian and Croatian Experience, held in Zagreb in May 2010, Croatian-Canadian Academic Society is currently in the process of publishing the proceedings of papers held at the conference. Estimated time of publishing is March 2011.

Along with this publication, the Society hopes to publish another volume of papers on Canadian Studies, with an open call for contributions in April 2011. The journal will be a part of the Society’s principal project scheduled between May 2010 and May 2011, a series of lectures and workshops entitled Sociological and Cultural Implications of Multiculturalism – Canada and Croatia, which will host international and domestic scholars and canadianists from various disciplines within the scope of humanities and social science. Depending on the availability of funds, the Society expects to guest at least three international scholars by the end of the May 2011, as well as publish the aforementioned journal. The first lecture and workshop within the scope of the project was held by Prof. Michael Devine (Acadia University, Canada) in May, 2010 at the Faculty of humanities, University of Zadar. The Society is currently organizing the arrival of Prof. Linda Cardinal (University of Ottawa, Canada), to hold a lecture at the Zagreb Law School, University of Zagreb.
