Contemporary French-Canadian and Quebecois fiction in contemporary inter-cultural context 

Duration of the project (m/y):  From 01/01/2009 to 31/12/2010
The aim of the project was a thorough familiarization with the studied topic, which has never before been the object of intense and exclusive interest in Slovakia, with regards to the pluri/transdisciplinary relations and the target culture. The most significant result of this effort was the publication of a collective monograph, Cartographie du roman québecois contemporain. The publication maps the state of contemporary Quebecois fiction and approaches the material from multiple perspectives, by various means and methods. Its scope is not a mere presentation of a broad range of authors, as it focuses also on contemporary trends in the Quebecois fiction. The book can also be considered a milestone in the constitution of the planned Quebecois Studies centre and can also be used as a reference in subsequent research and interdisciplinary reflections. Last but not least, the results of the research are embedded in the existing study programs and are presented to Slovak readers.
